Proving Who a “Magistrate” Really Represents, in Court,

How to use the question: “who do you represent”, in a magistrates court, when used from the Marc Stevens script.
• All magistrates take the judicial oath when they are sworn in: 
I will well and truly serve our Sovereign Lady Queen Elizabeth the Second, in the office of Justice of the Peace and I will do right to all manner of people after the laws and usages of the realm without fear or favour, affection or ill-will.
A magistrate if asked could say, they represent the community, but showing him or her copy of the oath, prior to the question would rule out anyone other than the crown, ie the plaintiff.
Generally there are always 3 magistrate judges, at any hearing.

Two will be what are known as, “Lay” magistrates, and one of them will be a full time paid stipendiary magistrate, usually a barrister or solicitor of at least seven years service in the legal industry.

The lay judges are not payed, but do claim expenses, the stipendiary however is a paid judge by the state, createing an instant conflict of interest, should the prosecution be the crown/state.

The Lay judges are also have a conflict of interest because they have sworn an oath to the crown.
