What exactly are Rates?

For example; Like most Councils, Kilkenny CoCo. Blindly send out “Rates Demands”.

Thus we analysed “Demands” relative to Valid Signed Invoices and Valid Contracts.

Legal & LAWFUL

1.    According to “Blacks LAW Dictionary” 2009 …

A DEMAND is a REQUEST for payment. QED.

2.    A demand or request can be legally and lawfully declined, especially if no valid or lawful INVOICE or BILL has been issued. “No Contract – Return to Sender”.

3.    An INVOICE is defined as: An itemised list of goods or services furnished by a seller to a buyer, usu. specifying the price and terms of sale: a bill of costs.

4.       Ergo … a REQUEST for payment has no legal or lawful validity or weight, unless having first been preceded by a or the INVOICE. – Thus “No Contract – Return to Sender”.

5.       The obvious question being; “What specific, definable goods & or services, do any County Council provide to you and or your business?” Can they clearly specify and itemise them, if any?

6.       Of course, having been sent a Valid and itemised list of goods and or services, will of course be precedent upon you sign and agree a VALID CONTRACT.

7.       Is there such a thing in place i.e. Did you agree and sign a …LAWFULLY BINDING CONTRACT? If so who has the original?

8.    The LAWFUL Constituents of a LAWFULLY BINDING CONTRACT.

a.       Consensus Ad Idem – meeting of minds.

b.      Genuineness of Consent.

c.       Wet Ink Signatures of All Parties & Witnesses.

d.      Full Disclosure.

e.      Valuable Consideration.

f.        Certainty of Terms.

g.       Privity of Contract.

NO CONTRACT? then, RETURN TO SENDER

9.    In summary then …

a.       A Demand is a Request for payment.

b.      Requests can be rejected & returned.

c.       Demands need to be preceded by Invoices.

d.      Invoices need to be preceded by Contracts.

e.      All Invoices and Contracts need to be Lawful.

f.        NO CONTRACT – RETURN TO SENDER.

Critical Information ...

As you can see and tell from this Critical yet basic information and understanding, most County Councils are not Lawfully or Legally entitled to have their requests or demands met. You can of course continue to capitulated to them, to the detriment of your own family, purse, business, community & local economy, or you could now choose to ask them to provide a Valid and Signed Invoice, based upon a Valid and or signed Contract, which of course they do not have with you.
