” I . . . . . of . . . . . do solemnly and sincerely declare and affirm that I will well and truly serve the Queen in the office of constable, with fairness, integrity, diligence and impartiality, upholding fundamental human rights and according equal respect to all people; and that I will, to the best of my power, cause the peace to be kept and preserved and prevent all offences against people and property; and that while I continue to hold the said office I will, to the best of my skill and knowledge, discharge all the duties thereof faithfully according to law.”

And, whenever a Policymen tries to impound your car, always quote Magna Carta, Clause 30:

"No Sheriff, or Bailiff ours, or anyone else, shall take the horses or carts of any free man for transport work save with the agreement of that freeman" ...
Statute Law: Clause 29 Magna Carta 1297 (clause 39 in the 1215 charter), a right to due process:
29. "NO Freeman shall be taken or imprisoned, or be disseised of his Freehold, or Liberties, or free Customs, or be outlawed, or exiled, or any other wise destroyed; nor will We not pass upon him, nor condemn him, but by lawful judgment of his Peers, or by the Law of the land. We will sell to no man, we will not deny or defer to any man either Justice or Right."
Three simple questions I asked the Police, that stopped them in their tracks...

Q. Have I committed a crime?

A. No.

... Q. Am I under arrest?

A. No?

Q. Therefore I do not have to talk to you and I can just walk away can't I?

A. Erm... Well yes you can.
