5. Verify your name or DOB for 'security reasons'

3. Ask which court certificated him

4. Ask for a full breakdown of his fees

5. Ask who the creditor is (if you don’t know)

6. Get an appeal or statutory declaration lodged - it stops enforcement

7. Pay with a credit card, if not use a Debit card - avoid cash if possible 

If you feel intimidated or threatend by a bailiff, call police on 999 reporting a robbery in progress with a suspect on the premises.

NOTE: WERE A BOX IS SHOWN [ ] YOU MUST KEEP YOUR WRITING WITHIN THESE BRACKETS; IT’S CALLED THE FOUR CORNER RULE. Anything inside a box is a legal fiction or corporation.

[There is no entitlement for your bailiff to charge fees for multiple visits when no satisfactory evidence thereto is provided and the burden of proof remains with the bailiff to show those visits were made.[and a GPS printout does not constitute calling at my property, it only indicates a vehicle not necessarily belonging to a bailiff passed the vicinity of my property and there is no calibration certificate supplied for the equipment whose evidence is being use to support a claim.]]

[There is no entitlement for your bailiff to charge [NAME OF NON PRESCRIBED FEE/OTHER FEE/ETC] because the law does not provide for any fee of that description.]

[There is no entitlement for your bailiff to charge interest on any debt or your fees because the law does not provide for interest of any kind unless a court has ordered it pursuant to Section 69 of the County Courts Act 1984, and no such order has been made.]

Charging these fees is fraud and I understand it is a criminal offence under Sections 1 to 5 of the Fraud Act 2006 and anyone receiving or benefiting from the proceeds of a crime may be subject to a criminal investigation.

I appreciate the public are less-informed of the prescribed fees bailiffs are entitled to charge, I believe they have taken advantage of this to make a gain or obtain an unlawful money transfer for himself or another. While I am quite sure the council did not intend to contract a firm of tricksters who have been found defrauding a member of the public in this way, I would be grateful if we can settle this matter quickly and quietly by refunding me within the next seven days. They may be bailiffs but that does not make them less liable than any other public service contractor, e.g. a plumber. However, a bailiff is in a position of trust and in abusing that position they commit an offence under Section 4 of the Fraud Act 2006.

For the avoidance of doubt, that in your failure to furnish me with a refund within seven days, I will automatically file a claim in the small claims track without writing further and this will invariably involve an application for costs, and I'll inform the LGO that you the council is aware that a contractor working under your instruction is engaging in criminal activity by defrauding members of the public. If you wish to start an investigation of your own, please be advised that in the absence of a refund this doesn't delay legal proceedings or filing a criminal complaint with a police authority.

This document is a notice of intended proceedings and delivered by Royal Mail and I deem it to be served on you by the ordinary course of post in the meaning of Section 7 of the Interpretation Act 1978 and therefore your responsibility and it’s in your own interests this letter is handed to the relevant person within your organisation.

[The bailiff charged me a credit card fee and Section 21(1) of the Consumer Credit Act 1974 requires the bailiff to hold a Category C Consumer Credit license to enable him to charge a fee for processing a regulated credit transaction between a borrower and a lender. The OFT consumer credit licensing public register says he is unlicensed and I understand unlicensed trading is an offence under Section 39(1) of the Act.  In any event the law does not provide for bailiffs to charge fees that are not prescribed and I understand this is also an offence under Section 2 of the Fraud Act 2006.]

[The bailiff charged me interest and Section 21(1) of the Consumer Credit Act 1974 requires the bailiff to hold a Category A Consumer Credit license to enable him to trade in consumer credit. The OFT consumer credit licensing public register says he is unlicensed and I understand unlicensed trading is an offence under Section 39(1) of the Act.  In any event the law does not provide for bailiffs to charge fees or interest of any description that are not prescribed and I understand this is also an offence under Section 2 of the Fraud Act 2006.]

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[The bailiff is trading in debt recovery and Section 21(1) of the Consumer Credit Act 1974 requires the bailiff to hold a Category E Consumer Credit license to enable him to lawfully trade in any form of debt recovery. The OFT consumer credit licensing public register says he is unlicensed and I understand unlicensed trading is an offence under Section 39(1) of the Act.  In any event the law does not provide for bailiffs to charge fees that are not prescribed and I understand this is also an offence under Section 2 of the Fraud Act 2006.]

[The bailiff has an invalid levy because he seized [goods/a motor vehicle registration ABC 123Z] belonging to finance company [NAME OF BANK] under agreement numbered [123456789] and the bailiff said he can lawfully levy on the finance company’s goods in respect of my debt, I now understand the bailiffs made a factual error and cannot use the finance company’s goods as collateral for my debt, and by doing so the bailiff is committing an offence under Section 2 of the Fraud Act 2006 and Section 12 of the Theft Act 1967. I asked the bailiff to put things right in writing but my request was ignored. Their receipt indicates the bailiff or his firm is routinely and systematically defrauding debtors in this way believing the general public are less-informed of the law that prescribes bailiffs fees and sets their conduct and take advantage of that position to make an unlawful gain for themselves. 

I understand it is a criminal offence to defraud people, or make a gain, or obtain a money transfer for himself or his firm by making a false representation or by misuse of his position. I therefore ask the criminal element of this matter is fully investigated as per Sections 1 to 5 of the Fraud Act 2006 and I have enclosed relevant documentation to satisfy the criteria for the CPS to start a criminal prosecution. I am happy to stand as a witness or provide a statement for the proceedings, please let me know if you need further information.

Meanwhile, please provide me with the crime number.

A firm of bailiffs has every reason to be motivated to instruct its bailiffs to overcharge debtors with fees because the public don’t know what the fees should be and bailiff use that to their own gain, so it’s important a complaint is sent to the police. The bailiff and the directors of his firm may be criminally liable for benefiting from a gain originating from a fraudulent money transfer as well as assisting an offender and receiving proceeds originating from a crime.

I reported [the vehicle stolen and asked the police to attend the bailiff's address and recover it and return it to its lawful owner/an offence under the Fraud Act 2006 and the Theft Act 1967/other law] to the police but they said [there is sufficient evidence to bring a prosecution/it was a civil matter/it does not fit the criteria to be considered for criminal prosecution/they could not get involved/other] and took no action. I again ask that the criminal element of this matter is fully investigated and advise me of the crime number. 

I make this complaint because I am a victim of conduct I consider inappropriate by the police officers who were present when the crime was committed resulting in me being adversely affected. The police did not allow me to prevent a fraud taking place and therefore I make a complaint of assisting an offender. I understand that ignorance (or pretending ignorance) of the law is no defence in criminal proceedings.

Check the law provides for anomily fee description such as van fee, credit card fee, Attending to Remove fees are NOT PRESCRIBED, so you can deduct them.

Walking possession fees only apply if a bailiff levied on your goods. Its not good enough to see them through a window and post a note through a door. 

Total payable to bailiff should have been = £[AMOUNT] including the original debt. 

But the bailiff charged you £[AMOUNT]

So the bailiff has defrauded you of: £[AMOUNT].

Reclaim it by writing to the bailiffs using this letter and it'll give them seven days to refund you and put things right. It's plenty of time because its probably a lot more than the bailiff gave you.

Also write a letter to the council using this template, they need to know their bailiffs are defrauding their constituents and committing offences under Sections 2 & 4 of the Fraud Act 2006. The council is liable for its bailiffs and may need to review their bailiffs contracting policy. The last thing a council wants is to be found hiring bailiffs engaging in criminal activity going round defrauding victims of money. 

If the council's uncooperative then contact the LGO and make a complaint of misfeasance and assisting an offender and quote the above figures & legislation, the LGO has a power to award compensation. Use this Template 

If the bailiff's uncooperative then make a official Form 4 complaint and use this template to set out the grounds. That'll make the bailiff explain to the certificating court why he defrauded you. Have a look through this checklist to see if you have further grounds to strengthen your complaint, but don’t do mad with it. The court has a power to order a refund from his bailiff bond and award compensation. 

To address the criminal element to this matter file a report to the local police. If he's convicted then he's no longer a bailiff & that’s one more criminal off the streets! If the police fob you off with excuses then make a complaint to the IPCC using this template and copy in your Member of Parliament. The law on this subject is black & white.

Check the bailiff is certificated by calling the HMCS bailiff public register & report back if you find an irregularity, I'll advise with further options.

Never be tempted with media bribes, wait until a certificating court makes a finding of fact against the bailiff or he's convicted.

The bailiff charged a credit card fee

The bailiff or his firm must be licensed to trade in credit brokerage, or for processing regulated credit transactions between a lender and a borrower. He must hold a Category C consumer Credit License pursuant to Section 21(1) of the Consumer Credit Act 1974 otherwise they are committing an offence under Section 39(1) of the Act. Check the Consumer Credit Licensing Public Register on 0207 211 8608 and press 1 to search register. The law does not provide bailiff’s charging fees that are not prescribed and is an offence under Section 2 of the Fraud Act 2006.

The bailiff charged interest.

The bailiff or his firm be licensed in consumer credit and he must hold a Category A consumer Credit License pursuant to Section 21(1) of the Consumer Credit Act 1974 otherwise they are committing an offence under Section 39(1) of the Act. Check the Consumer Credit Licensing Public Register on 0207 211 8608 and press 1 to search register. In any event, the bailiff would have to provide you with a regulated loan agreement setting out the rate of interest and loan period and be able to give you a written quotation before you agree to a loan. The law does not provide for bailiffs charging interest (unless it’s awarded under Section 69 of the County Courts Act 1984) and is an offence under Section 2 of the Fraud Act 2006.
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Have your debt paid at the bailiff’s expense
Two things need to have happened when you paid a bailiff:

1.                  Did a bailiff overcharge you for:

a)     Attendances he didn’t make

b)     Letters he didn’t send

c)     Walking possession fee with an invalid levy

d)     A fee that isn’t prescribed – such as a credit card fee, waiting time or a van fee

Check your receipt against the prescribed fee schedules. Section 10 of the Distress for Rent Rules 1988 says :

    No person shall be entitled to charge, or recover from, a tenant any fees, charges or expenses for levying a distress, or for doing any act or thing in relation thereto, other than those authorised by the tables in Appendix 1 to these Rules.

2.       Did you pay the bailiff using a credit or debit card? 

If yes and yes then you have been defrauded by the bailiff and you can have your debt paid off at the bailiff’s expense – legally!

This only works on bailiffs collecting an artificial debt, such as parking tickets, council tax, wheel-clamping, c-charge, DVLA, child support agency, speed camera, TFL, and court fines in the last six years, or as directed by Section 2 of the Limitation Act 1980, This doesn’t work on consumer debts or private debt.

1.       Phone your bank or card issuer and ask for a chargeback form. Don’t say anything to your bank at this time. 

2.       Wait until the bailiff has paid the money onto the instructing creditor and the case is closed.

3.       Get a crime number, go to a police station and report that you have been defrauded by a bailiff under Section 15A(1) of the Theft Act 1968 (for offences before January 2007) or Section 2(1)(b)(i) and Section 4(1)(c)(i) of the Fraud Act 2006. Take evidence including the bailiff’s receipt, printout of the relevant fee schedule and the law including Section 10 of the Distress for Rent Rules 1988. If the police fob you off with the - it’s a civil matter – excuse or say insufficient evidence or it doesn’t fit the criteria to be considered for criminal prosecution, then get the name of the officer and file a complaint of misfeasance with the IPCC.

4.       On the chargeback form, enter the reason. 

   The merchant applied undue pressure on me to obtain this money transfer for himself or another and defrauded me the consumer in fees that are not prescribed in law and committed an offence under Section 15A(1) of the Theft Act 196, Section 2(1)(b)(i) and Section 4(1)(c)(i) of the Fraud Act 2006 and the police have given a crime number of XXXXXXX and the merchant declined several opportunities to reach an amicable resolve in this matter.

Especially with debit cards, you must show the merchant bailiff has defrauded you. Overcharged fees are easy because they are prescribed in law and charging a non-prescribed fee - including a card fee is fraud. Enclose a copy of the bailiff’s receipt and the prescribed fee schedule.

Don’t bother issuing the bailiff with a Subject Access Request for a breakdown of fees. Send a simple letter asking for a breakdown and keep their excuse letter to show the bailiff was awkward. The bank can get this information for free if they want to check. Under a chargeback the burden of proof is with the bailiff who has to prove he actually posted letters and made visits giving rise to fees.

The Bailiff must be certificated, check HMCS Bailiff Register 0207 210 0516 and ask for the name and address of his certificating court. If his certificate has expired then make it known on the chargeback form. 

The Bailiff or his firm and anyone trading in debt recovery must have a Category E consumer Credit License pursuant to Section 21(1) of the Consumer Credit Act 1974 otherwise they are committing an offence under Section 39(1) of the Act. Check the Consumer Credit Licensing Public Register on 0207 211 8608 and press 1 to search register, if they are not licensed then make it known on the chargeback form.

The Bailiff pays a chargeback fee of around £10 and can appeal against your chargeback within 42 days but he’ll have no grounds, you were defrauded.

Once you have your money back, file a complaint at court against the bailiff, quote the crime number if you have one and enclose all supporting documents.

- Et voila!

1.       The debt is history! 

2.       It didn’t cost you a bean! 

3.       The bailiff probably gets a criminal record

4.       The bailiff is probably no longer a bailiff

5.       And it’s 100% legal!

Possible repercussions:

1.       The bailiff might try and re-charge your card following a chargeback, but the bank’s fraud-detection system may automatically suspend their online terminal.

2.       The bailiff could start a civil claim against you; it’s unlikely to work because you recovered the money under an Act of Parliament and these cannot be rebuked by a county court.

3.       If this involves a large debt such as child support agency then the bailiff may ask the creditor for his money back and the creditor could reactivate the debt. You have 6 years to find something wrong with the bailiff’s fees and execute chargeback, so wait until the case is probably deleted off the bailiff’s records making an appeal more difficult.
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Procedure: Reclaim an impounded vehicle from bailiffs

This is for collecting a motor vehicle after a bailiff has taken it as collateral for payment of a debt (e.g. levied goods etc). This procedure is presented on the basis you will become entitled to reclaim your costs from the Authority that instructed the bailiff because there is an irregularity with how the bailiff behaved or with the reason why an authority claimed you owe them money, e.g. an invalid parking ticket. 

You will need to pay the debt and all fees the bailiff s asks for when reclaiming your car. See below if you don’t have access to money.

ALWAYS use a credit card, a debit card if OK but its much harder getting your money back later. 

Take someone with you to collect your car 

Take a camera, pen & paper and a mobile phone. 

When you arrive at the compound, ask your witness to write down anything the bailiff says to you. REMAIN CALM AT ALL TIMES. Don’t give anything away that you are about to put him in front of the judge and report him for fraud etc. 

Pay with a credit card – NEVER question the fees but you MUST ask for a breakdown, if he refuses a breakdown then follow this procedure. Say NOTHING even if know he’s overcharged you, charged a non prescribed fee or a credit card fee. 

When you reach your car, and before you get inside – photograph every scratch dent, scuff and mark, look at the wheels for clamp marks or from where it was towed or lifted. Take 40+ photos. If a bailiff objects to you taking pictures take his mug-shot and make a note of his objection. You will be charging the cost of repairs to the authority that instructed the bailiff in the small claims track. 

If a bailiff asks you to delete photos from your camera, say no! And make a note of his request. (You need photos of damage to claim repairs from the authority that instructed the bailiff). 

Once you have your car and the bailiff overcharged you, execute chargeback, if you didn’t pay with a credit card then send the bailiff a letter based this template and send a letter to the authority that instructed the bailiff based on this template, wait seven days then file a Form 4 Complaint at court. 

Got No Money?

If you don’t have the money, or access to a CREDIT card AND you are 100% certain you will be successful in revoking the original debt you had with the authority then proceed with the following.

You can obtain a rental car to cover your immediate motoring needs – keep all receipts – you reclaim this later from the authority that instructed the bailiff. 

You complete a Form 4 Complaint against the bailiff saying why you think the bailiff has behaved unreasonably when he took your car. E .g. he didn’t give you reasonably enough time to pay, or clamped it without knocking your door etc. Format it like this example. Amend as required.

   The bailiff charged me a £[AMOUNT] as a [BAILIFFS DESCRIPTION OF] fee for taking away my vehicle [MAKE & MODEL] registration [ABC 123] away and depriving my use of it without my prior foreknowledge and without giving me reasonable opportunity to pay. I now understand that there is no entitlement for bailiffs to charge me in this way because these fees are not prescribed and are unreasonably high and I was denied an opportunity to pay without further penalty being added to artificially inflate the fees to attain a higher gain for the bailiff or another than he would otherwise make.

As a result the bailiffs has increased his fees to £[AMOUNT] and I now cannot afford to pay these or pay for a replacement vehicle on a like-for-like basis and I contend the bailiffs action is unfair.

The bailiff has failed to respond to a request to put things right on [ENTER DATE OF BAILIFFS VISIT].

I ask the court that my vehicle is safely returned undamaged to me at the bailiffs own expense and the court to revoke all fees it believes are unreasonable or unlawful. Given the urgent nature of this complaint and I am without the use of a motor vehicle and I ask this complaint is given urgent attention.

I understand the bailiff has committed an offence under Section 2 of the Fraud Act 2006 by defrauding me and making a gain for himself and Section 4 of the Act by abuse of his legal position to obtain that gain.

The seized vehicle is on finance?

Hooray! The bailiff has an invalid levy because the vehicle (the goods seized) does not belong to the debtor because it’s the property of a finance company. Bailiffs cannot use the finance company’s goods as collateral for your debt, and by doing so the bailiff is committing an offence under Section 2 of the Fraud Act 2006. If the bailiff says we can still take the vehicle then you have an admission of liability – write down everything the bailiff says and record any phone calls containing an admission.

Take the finance document showing the vehicle registration mark, comments made by bailiffs, a witness over 18, a copy of the warrant (Traffic Enforcement Centre on 08457 045007) and evidence the final payment hasn’t been made to a police station and report it stolen. Ask the police to attend the bailiff's address and recover the car. If the police pass off a theft of motor vehicle as a civil matter then contact the IPCC. (Unless the finance company is the one named on the warrant)

If the police say the finance company must report the vehicle stolen then this is NOT TRUE, when the police become aware a crime is committed they are under Duty to investigate. Prepare to be fobbed off with excuses.

If the bailiff is uncooperative then ask the court to return the vehicle to you.

Note: An authority is always liable for its bailiffs. All costs and expenses (including damage to the levied vehicle) relating to an invalid levy are charged to the authority that issued the original debt. NEVER charge it to the bailiffs.
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Template: Magicians Choice

(Getting out of paying bailiffs fees – only works with Council Tax bailiffs fees)

   This is called Magicians Choice because it doesn’t matter whether or not the council declines your payment or confirms thereto. Either way its stops enforcement and can get you out of paying bailiffs fees.

Make two identical documents based on this template; take cash and a witness to the council tax payments office.

If the council accepts payment ask for a receipt and hand a copy to the bailiff through your letterbox or window.

If the council declines your payment then ask the council to confirm this by completing Part A. If they refuse to sign then sign Part B and your witness signs on the council’s behalf. Complete two copies of Part B and hand a copy to the council

The law doesn’t lay down a prescribed fee schedule so there’s is no fixed scale of fees and charges that bailiffs must make. Charges must be reasonable and each court or authority will have agreements with firms of bailiffs it uses. Home Office guidance recommends that all charges must be agreed by the court before levy and must not be disproportionate to the amount due. You can write to the relevant authority under Section 8 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 and ask for their fee tariffs they have agreed with their bailiffs. Template.

Always use caution when handling these types of bailiffs. The law protects bailiffs from criminal liability when using violence or committing common assault against persons in their homes. If the court orders it, bailiffs can lawfully commit burglary criminal damage and extortion. But it’s rare and in any event contradicts several articles and protocols of the European Convention of Human Rights. Bailiffs are still liable from civil claims brought under the Personal Injury Protocol.

Sheriff Officers (Scotland)

Note: Reasonable costs: You can find out what is 'reasonable' by making enquiries locally. For example, if you have been charged £80 for attendance with a van and you find out you could hire a van for a morning for £40 this is clearly unreasonable, especially as it is likely that bailiffs will be visiting several properties at once, and many companies own their own vans.

Making an official complaint about a certificated bailiff 

Section 8 of the Distress for Rent Rules 1988 provides for a person to file a complaint at court against a certificated bailiff and challenge his fitness to continue work as a bailiff.

Complete a Form 4 complaint and return it to the bailiff’s certificating court. Don’t be hasty; make sure you have ducks in a row before shooting. Keep everything factual & short. Call 0207 210 0516 with the name of the bailiff to find the court name and address.

Grounds can include:

The bailiff is untrustworthy

Collecting a debt that is larger than the debt originally claimed by the creditor

The bailiff defrauded you

He over-charged you in fees committing an offence under Section 2(1)(b)(i) and Section 4(1)(c)(i) of the Fraud Act 2006

Charged a fee that is not prescribed in law – e.g. a credit or debit card fee or a van fee etc

Charged a fee contradicting Section 10 of the Distress for Rent Rules 1988

Charged you a walking possessions fee without you signing it

Tricked you to sign a walking possessions agreement pretending the document was something else – e.g. a receipt, or payment confirmation.

Getting you to sign a walking possession agreement before telling you what the fee will be

Charged you attending to remove fee on his 1st visit

Clamped your vehicle (or charging a fee thereto) or seized goods (or charging walking possession fee) without giving the debtor reasonable opportunity to pay

Seized goods valued disproportionately higher than the debt

Sold your goods at a disproportionately lower price than you would have otherwise attained at auction (e.g. on eBay)

He charged you fees for previous visits while you were out and says you have to prove those visits were not made

He charged you fees for visits or posting letters that contradict Section 7 of the Interpretation Act 1978 e.g. by sending them to a different address.

He charged you fees for sending letters for collecting unpaid council tax (the law doesn’t provide for it)

He enforced or tried to enforce the same debt twice

He enforced or tried to enforce a null-debt (paid up debt), or debt comprising entirely of bailiffs fees.

Tools of your trade, including a van, taxi or minicab

Goods or motor vehicles subject to a hire purchase agreement

The bailiff did not adhere to the law

Threatened to break into your home or get a locksmith without a valid levy

Called at night

Did not have a valid bailiff’s certificate on the date of visit (Check HMCS Register of bailiffs: 0207 210 0516)

The following are not sufficient to make a complaint on their own, only to supplement a complaint.

He called at an hour when most people are normally asleep

Climbed through a window

Climbed over a gate or fence

Used ladders, climbed a fire escape, emergency exit or other external structure not normally used as an entrance

Refused to give a fee breakdown until after you have paid them

He set a deadline for you to pay that’s disproportionately short compared to your ability to pay

The Court will give the bailiff 14 days to answer your complaint.

If the bailiff fails to respond he will be summonsed, but you don’t need to attend.

The Court can: 

1. Order the bailiff to pay you compensation and/or a refund of fees from his bailiff bond. This is a monetary deposit or a policy similar to liability insurance.

2. Revoke the bailiff's certificate

3. Dismiss the complaint

Don’t bother complaining to trade associations and quasi-regulators such a NALEO ACEA CSA ESA and BPA they are private companies and have no legal authority. Their codes of practice are voluntary and non-binding 

If you are claiming financial losses, expenses or fraudulent fees by a bailiff who acted unreasonably or unlawfully, always file the claim against the authority that instructed the bailiff, NEVER the bailiff or his firm. If you have already executed chargeback you may be refunded twice
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MAKING AN OFFICAL FORM 4 COMPLAINT AGAINST A BAILIFF

Procedure: Get a breakdown of fees.

There are two ways, 

A Subject Access Request or SAR, Send this letter to the bailiff enclosing a payment £10. 

If a bailiff says you have pay the debt plus the fees before he’ll give you a breakdown, then you can ask the Judge. Here’s how 

Download and complete a Form 4 complaint form & enter the following in the Details of Complaint field. See Fee tables.

   On [DATE] I asked the bailiff for a detailed breakdown of his fees but he refused to provide one until I pay the whole debt plus his fees.

The original debt is [£AMOUNT] but the bailiff says I now owe [£AMOUNT]. I looked up the prescribed fees published by the Office of Public Sector Information and I have been overcharged.

I ask a detailed breakdown of fees so I can claim a refund or put right the amount due.

I understand that a bailiff deliberately overcharging a debtor in fees or defrauding them in this way is an offence under Section 2 of the Fraud Act 2006.

Before sending the form, run through this checklist of grounds and see if you can add anything further to strengthen your complaint.

Ask the bailiffs certificating court to refund bailiff’s fees 
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Use this for asking the bailiffs certificating court to order a refund of fraudulently charged fees from his bailiff bond. Complete the text on the Details of Complaint on a Form 4 as required from the samples below.

Amend as required

[The bailiff charged me Value Added Tax on top of his fees for collecting unpaid Business Rates but I understand law states the prescribed fee schedule is inclusive ofValue Added Tax.]

[The bailiff charged me a Van Fee while the law does not prescribe any fee of that description and no goods were removed.]

[The bailiff charged me fees for Waiting Time but I understand the law does not provide for bailiffs to charge waiting time of any description.]

[The bailiff charged fees for multiple visits but could not show those visits were made and the bailiff says I carry the burden of proof that those visits were not made/is relying on evidence given from a electronic GPS device without providing a valid calibration certificate showing the make, model and serial number of that device and in any event does not prove anyone has called my property giving rise to a fee.]

[The bailiff charged me fees for sending me a letter for telling me they were calling to collect council tax/business rate arrears but I understand the law does not provide for bailiffs to charge any fee of that description.]

[The bailiff charged me fees for [NAME OF NON PRESCRIBED FEE/OTHER FEE/ETC] while the law does not provide for him to charge any fee of that description.]

[The bailiff levied on the [goods/vehicle] to artificially inflate his fees and make a gain for himself or another and did not provide me reasonable opportunity to pay the debt before taking the [goods/vehicle].]

[The [goods are/vehicle is] a necessary tool for my day to day business function and I understand these types of goods are exempt from being used as collateral by a bailiff]

I tried to seek an amicable resolve with the bailiff who ignored my request. I understand a bailiff overcharging me in fees or artificially inflating the debt to make a gain for himself or for someone else is fraud and may be committing an offence under Sections 1 to 5 of the Fraud Act 2006.

I attach a copy of the bailiff’s receipt showing the total amount paid and confirmation showing the value of the original debt [and this confirms the value of the collateral is disproportionately greater than the value of the debt].

I ask for the [goods/vehicle] to be immediately returned to me at no cost to myself and undamaged and ask that I am compensated for my financial losses in relation to this levy and in acquiring [replacement goods/a rental vehicle] whilst the [goods/vehicle] was in the bailiff's possession.    

Remember to attach a copy of the finance agreement and any documentation given to you by the bailiff showing his fees. Mark the outside of the envelope VERY URGENT. 
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Ask a bailiffs certificating court to return a motor vehicle

Use this for asking the bailiffs certificating court to order a the bailiff to return a levied motor vehicle following an invalid levy. Complete the text on the Details of Complaint on a Form 4 as required from the sample below.

Amend as required

   I make this complaint because on [DATE] the bailiff executed an invalid levy by taking a motor vehicle [MAKE AND MODEL] registration [ABC 123] belonging to me as collateral for somebody else’s debt. 

The motor vehicle is my own property and the bailiff has taken it as a collateral for somebody else’s debt I understand to be a traffic offence or similar debt which may have been committed by a previous registered keeper or owner. I also understand the bailiff is committing an offence under Section 12 of the Theft Act 1967 and I reported the vehicle stolen to the police who said [they could not get involved/it's a civil matter].

I attach a copy a copy of the V5 to confirm I am the lawful owner of the vehicle. 

[The vehicle is a necessary tool for my day to day business function and I understand these types of goods are exempt from being used as collateral by a bailiff in any event.]

I tried to seek an amicable resolve with the bailiff who ignored my request.

I ask for my vehicle to be immediately returned to me at no cost to myself and undamaged and ask that I am compensated for my financial losses in relation to this levy and in acquiring a replacement a rental vehicle whilst my vehicle was in the bailiff's possession. 

Remember to attach a copy of your V5 and any documentation given to you by the bailiff. Mark the outside of the envelope VERY URGENT
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Dealing with Court Orders
Court orders must have the Judges Signature because they are accountable under full commercial liability this is because all courts in this country are a commercial business, in other words a corporation, the same as your Person, a corporation can only act upon another corporation, not a Human Being.

A human being is the Creditor, a person is the Debtor 

The order of a judge must be verifiable and he is legally responsible to ensure that his orders are not counterfeited. Just as a cheque cannot be cashed without the signature of the person who made it, so too a Court Order MUST have the signature of the person who has made the order and the seal of the court which is making it.

Nor can it be a photocopy since the original IS the legal document. The recipient is fully entitled to demand the ORIGINAL and to refuse to accept it unless it IS the original, signed version.

A Court Order which has a seal or stamp is called in law a 'conformed' version. The legal profession want you to believe it is valid, even if it is unsigned or unsealed when somebody serves it on you. This is nonsense. It is nonsense also if it is served as a photocopy. 

The people in the legal industry will tell you to visit to the courthouse where YOU can buy a copy of the original ! But this too is nonsense. A Court Order must be signed and sealed and must be shown to be the ORIGINAL when it is served. Without which any person is fully entitled to doubt its authenticity. 

It is NOT the job of a person himself/herself to seek for an Order from some file somewhere else which is supposedly to be served on him in the first place ! The defendant is fully entitled to refuse any version of a Court Order which lacks such basic proof as the signature of the Judge and/or the seal of the court which supposedly issued it. In the same way we can reasonably refuse a photocopied banknote or passport. 

A Court Order is only deemed to be 'served'' if it conforms/complies with the rules of issuing Court Orders and NOT if that process is deficient in respect of it being a photocopy or of it lacking a seal or signature. Since, in such a case, there are good grounds for doubting its authenticity. 

I would tell the server of the notice that he has a job to do and that I do not accept any Court Order unless it is the original and is presented to me in a form that is signed/sealed by the Court. Since (I would explain) I have good grounds to doubt its authenticity and I refuse to accept any copy as proof of it being genuine. Nor has any Court Order been SERVED on me unless/until it IS the original. Since, once again, there are fair and reasonable grounds for doubting its validity. 

The onus is on the SERVER of the Court Order to SERVE the court order. Clearly so. Nobody else. He/she has not served any legitimate Court Order if he/she serves only a photocopy or one which is lacking a signature or court seal. 
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Tell him/her to do their job. And refuse to accept it as genuine until they do - politely giving the fair and reasonable grounds for refusing it in any other form. It is fair and reasonable to have the original Court Order signed and sealed at the time when he/she serves it for it to be genuinely served on me. And not until then.

You ask for the legal grounds of such an argument. Gladly. It's the Golden Rule. To do to others as we would have done unto ourselves. This enshrined within the Common Law. Since I would not wish to serve anyone with what is claimed to be a legal document unless it is an original signed and sealed by the Court who claims to have issued it. That job is not mine or yours. It's the job of the Court and of those whose job it is to serve such Orders. 

You are fully entitled to plead the Golden Rule under Common Law in such a case.

And here are some examples of the truth of this - 

1. 'Historia Placitorum Coronae' (1736) - Sir Matthew Hale 

2. Blackstone, 'Commentaries on the Laws of England' (iv) - (1765)

3. 'Written 'Decision on Williams Case' - 'The Christian religion is part of the Law of England' - (Lloyd Kenyon - 1st Baron Kenyon - 1797).

Your defence for refusing any version of a Court Order whose genuineness is doubted is the Golden Rule. And the SERVER MUST serve a genuine original, signed and sealed document. Or else he has served nothing and you do not accept it. Stand your ground on the Golden Rule - a fundamental part of the Common Law.
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
