Did you know?
 An unpaid parking ticket (warrant of execution) is only valid for 12 months seven days from the date it was created.

Warrant expiry

A warrant has a ‘life’ of 12 months from the date of issue. The TEC will automatically mark a warrant as expired if one year and seven days has elapsed since the date it was entered onto the system. (The extra seven days allow for posting and drawing up the warrant. Our advice would be to telephone TEC to request the date of the Warrant.
If you are being threatened by bailiffs over a parking penalty warrant, as long as you can prevent them from entering your home or seizing your vehicle, the warrant becomes invalid after one year.

 Ways to protect your property and avoid having an unlawful levy take place.
1). you are free to Rent a mailbox, through a company like, http://www.mbe.co.uk/
And register your vehicle to their address, any bailiffs will turn up at a High St Shop and not a home address, they will not have the right or be allowed to obtain the address of the box holder, only the police can do so under a special warrant.

2). Do not keep your vehicle on the drive if possible. Unless you may have already sold it.
3). Should a bailiff turn up and claims they are levying the vehicle, you may be in the position that it has already been sold and it is awaiting to be collected, so be sure to have a receipt proving the sale of the vehicle and the date it was sold, if the vehicle is sold before the levy is carried out they cannot seize the vehicle.
4). A vehicle on your property is not allowed to be touched or levied upon if, standing without number plates and covered by a tarpaulin or car cover of some type.

5). A vehicle such as a van or other work related vehicle, needed for carrying out your day to day business needs essential for your livelihood such as carrying equipment etc, is not allowed to be levied upon, if this has been done, file a form 4 complaint immediately and if possible remove the vehicle and keep it away from the bailiffs until the complaint is dealt with. Even if the complaint is ultimately rejected, the bailiff must re-levy on the vehicle again to seize it, this will delay any action for several months whilst your complaint is being processed and stop the first levy, don’t let it get levied on a second time, or you have to go though the whole process again. 
6). Rent a garage locally if possible, to store your vehicle, yes it’s costly, but it’s all about protection in the end, your responsible for it. 

7). Register the vehicle in someone else’s name and address, and insure yourself as a second driver or have fully comp insurance on another covering your use of the same vehicle. But be careful not to bring problems and bailiffs on the new registered keeper, at their address.
8). you can also rent a virtual office through a company such as:  REGUS

http://www.regus.co.uk/zsys/ncms/en-gb/landing/searchengine/default-virtualoffice.aspx?keyword=Virtual%20Office&pivcode=SEM-VO&se=Google
you can register your vehicle or work van to yourself or any company you create, at these addresses and not your home address, again your protected under privacy statutes, bailiffs cannot demand private addresses form these organisations.

9). Should a bailiff gain entry into your home, without using force ( violence ), they are not allowed to levy on essential items, such as clothing, beds, fridges etc. should other property belong to someone else other than who is named upon the warrant they are not allowed to seize any such goods.
10). If you are expecting a visit from bailiffs, be sure to keep your home secured they are not allowed to break-in or use locksmiths to gain entry without a court warrant that specifically says they can do so, these are unknown & highly unlikely for parking ticket warrants. Do not open your door to a bailiff, or leave a window open big enough for them to get through, do not leave rear doors open, especially if they have  means to climb over a rear fence of your home, or install an anti climb device.
11). If possible record any visits on a camcorder, or mobile phone also call your neighbours to act as witnesses and record any unlawful behaviour by the bailiffs.
